2. Insert a micro SD card and a SIM card as shown above. After that, install 

the cover back. Please make sure the cover is firmly installed.

3. Use 4 screws provided to secure the connecting bracket and

the solar panel.

4. Connect the relevant cables and tighten these connectors.

After that, install the rubber cap to the network connector.

Note: Before installing the camera outside, please activate and 

configure the camera first (see Login via Web for details).

After finishing the 
adjustment, tighten these screws.
